Madrona, the last remaining vernal 

marsh in LA County, offers visitors a look at 

a rare wetlands habitat with native plants, 

wildlife, birdwatching and a nature center.

Attracting shoppers from all over the 

world, Del Amo is the largest mall in the 

South Bay and one of the largest malls in 

the United States.

TORRANCE BEACH
Stretching 1.5 miles, Torrance Beach is 

situated between Redondo Beach and 

Malaga Cove on the Santa Monica Bay and 

is known for being the “crowd-less” South 

Bay beach. The 22-mile beach trail—The 

Strand—welcomes outdoor enthusiasts to 

explore the South Bay by walking, jogging 

and biking its paved path.
